Highlights of the proposed changes:

eThere is no change to the total number of student instructional days in the proposed calendar
(90 days per semester or 180 days per year)

*A week-long break in the fall and in February have been added to the calendar

*The Christmas Break has not changed

*The Spring Break has been moved to later in April to better balance the student breaks
eNon-instructional days (Fridays) have been used to create the week-long breaks in the fall and
February. This still allows for some non-instructional days (Fridays) in the calendar, but it does
reduce the number of Fridays and four day weeks compared to the existing calendar
